	· TLW be able to use Kid Pix 3 as a tool to produce a multimedia report on whatever subject matter the class is assigned

	· Students use productivity tools to work collaboratively in developing technology-rich, authentic, student-centered products. 

· Students use multimedia tools and desktop publishing to develop and present computer-generated projects for directed and independent learning activities.

	Technology Connection:
	· Kid Pix 3, Internet, other resource CDs 

	Procedures:
	· After the students have done their research on their topic and gone through the writing process to prepare for publication, the student will use Kid Pix 3 to produce a two slide presentation.
· One Kid Pix slide (or more if needed) will be used as a word processor to type the report containing the information as designated in the rubric presented by the teacher. Students should be allowed to put a border around their ‘report’ using any of the Kid Pix tools. This slide will be saved individually.
· After all the facts and information are completed in the text slide, now the students will use pattern writing from Brown Bear, Brown Bear  to complete their title slide. Instead of Brown Bear, students will use Louisiana’s George Rodriguez’s Blue Dogs for their slide. 

· Students will use the background tool (top button on the left) to find an appropriate picture background for their slide. AFTER the background has been put in place on the Kid Pix slide, Blue Dog graphic will be placed on slide by following these steps:

1. Go to the top black border of the Kid Pix window and when the cursor turns to a down pointing black triangle, click to get the menu. 

2. Now click  ‘Add’ and then ‘Add Graphic’ and navigate to find the Blue Dog graphic file and add that to the slide.

· Students should use the Text Tool to write the title of their slide following this pattern…

“Blue Dog, Blue Dog, what do you see?

 I see a _________________ looking at me.” 

The blank should be filled in with their topic.
· Students should use other Kid Pix tools to decorate the cover for their report. Save this slide.

· These two page reports could be printed or presented in multimedia Kid Pix slide show format, whichever the teacher prefers.
