B2 Discuss the story and the literary device, alliteration, found
on many pages.
2 Students can work individually or with a partner to write and

illustrate a sentence that names the letter of the alphabet
they have been assigned using Louisiana words that begin with
that letter. The sentence should contain as much alliteration
as possible.

2 Students will use a planning chart to brainstorm words
beginning with their letter and placing them in the correct
column for parts of speech. The “Louisiana Lingo" sheet can
be used as a reference.

9 Students will use peer editors to check for grammar, parts of

speech, and mechanics.

Students will use Storybook Weaver Deluxe and their

storyboards to create their page for the class book. The page

should be illustrated to correlate with their sentence. This
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
