Procedures:
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Teacher will lead discussion on patterns and have students
offer different kinds of patterns that they are familiar with.
Introduce the concept of "pattern writing” in which student
uses a known piece of writing and patterns their own creative
writing after it.

Read The Important Book by Margaret Wise Brown. Have
students "read along” by discovering the pattern in each page.
Discuss the descriptive sentence in the middle of the page in
which different parts of speech describe the noun being used
on that page.

Brainstorm a list of words that the students could use for
their pattern writing. Choose a topic such as Fall and have
the students supply nouns that could be categorized into Fall.
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
