	Procedures:
	· Modeling/Anticapatory:  TTW show the students the Constitution or a picture of the Constitution and say “This is the law of the United States.”  TTW compare it to school laws to increase understanding.

· Guided Practice:  TTW show the Constitution for Kids PowerPoint, stopping and emphasizing major points on each slide.  
· Independent Practice: Students will answer questions from the teacher using the Kagan structure Choral Response (or another structure the teacher prefers.)
· 1.  What is the nation’s highest law called?

· 2.  What are the three things that the Constitution creates?

· 3.  How old is the Constitution?

· 4.  Who wrote the Constitution?

· 5.  What is one of our rights under the Constitution?

· 6.  What are these rights called in the Constitution?

· Closure:  TSW complete a Preamble coloring sheet
